The journal Endocrinologia, Diabetes y Nutricion will consider
for publication papers, either in Spanish or English, related to
different aspects of endocrinology, diabetes, and nutrition,
including clinical research, basic research, and therapeutic
education. The journal is indexed in Index Medicus/MEDLINE,
Scopus, and EMBASE/Excerpta Medica, and is intended for
all clinical and laboratory professionals, training physicians,
researchers, and nursing professionals interested in any aspect
related to endocrinology, diabetes, and nutrition.

Endocrinologia, Diabetes y Nutricién publishes original
articles, scientific letters, letters to the editor, reviews/short
reviews, editorials, and special articles, including clinical
guidelines and consensus documents. Manuscripts should be
prepared in agreement with the recommendations of the
International Committee of Medical Journal Editors (official
version) available at http://www.icmje.org, and comply with
instructions in this document. Manuscripts received will be
evaluated by at least two independent reviewers.
Manuscripts may be submitted in Spanish or English to the
web site http://ees.elsevier.com/endonu/. The tutorial of
the Elsevier Editorial System is available at http://epsupport.
elsevier.com.

SECTIONS

Original articles

Original papers reporting both basic and clinical research on
etiology, pathophysiology, pathology, clinical epidemiology,
diagnosis, prognosis, and treatment. Analytical designs such
as cross-sectional surveys, case and control studies, cohort
studies, and controlled trials are recommended. They must
include the following sections: Abstract (in Spanish and
English and up to 250 words in length), Introduction, Material
and methods, Results, and Discussion. Subsections will only be
permitted in the Material and methods and Results sections.
The text should not exceed 4,000 words in length (including

tables and legends for figures, and excluding references) and
up to six figures and/or tables will be allowed. A maximum of
30 references may be included.

Reviews/Short Reviews

Manuscripts of this type will be commissioned. Authors who
wish to collaborate to this section should contact the Editorial
Board beforehand. Reviews will have a total length of 5,000
words, including an unstructured abstract of 150 words, the
relevant keywords, and up to 70 literature references. No
more than three authors should preferably be included. Up to
four figures or tables will be permitted.

Short reviews will have a maximum length of 3,500 words,
including the abstract (unstructured and 150 words in
length), keywords, and up to 30 literature references. No
more than three authors should preferably be included. Up to
four figures or tables will be permitted.

Scientific Letters

Descriptions may be included of one or more clinical cases
of exceptional observation that represent a significant
contribution to understanding the pathophysiology or other
aspects of endocrine diseases. They may also report research
experiences or results which, because of their characteristics,
are not sufficiently important to be published as an original
article.

Maximum length of the text will be 1,000 words, and it should
not be structured in sections. It should not be accompanied by
an abstract either. One figure or one table will be accepted.
No more than 10 literature references should be included.
There should be no more than five authors. Scientific letters
will be published in the hard copy or online format (e-only)
according to the criteria of the Editorial Board of the journal.

Letters to the Editor

Letters to the Editor may refer to studies published in the
journal or provide views on a current issue. They must not
exceed 1,000 words in length. and will include a maximum of
one figure or one table and 10 literature references.

Other sections

The journal includes other sections (Editorials and Special
articles, including clinical guidelines and consensus
documents) with articles commissioned by the Editorial
Board. Authors who wish to contribute to any of these

sections should contact the journal’s subeditors beforehand.
Endocrinologia, Diabetes y Nutricion will also publish clinical
guidelines and consensus documents on the diagnosis or
treatment of diseases, provided they are promoted by official
health bodies or national or international scientific societies,
or by the SED and SEEN working groups, with the approval (or
at the request) of the board of directors of both societies as
advised by the subject matter of the review.

Submission declaration and verification

Submission of an article implies that the work described
has not been published previously (except in the form of
an abstract or as part of a published lecture or academic
thesis or as an electronic preprint, see http://www.elsevier.

This policy concerns the addition, deletion, or rearrangement
of author names in the authorship of accepted manuscripts:
Before the accepted manuscript is published in an online
issue: Requests to add or remove an author, or to rearrange
the author names, must be sent to the Journal Manager from
the corresponding author of the accepted manuscript and
must include: (a) the reason the name should be added or
removed, or the author names rearranged and (b) written
confirmation (e-mail, fax, letter) from all authors that they
agree with the addition, removal or rearrangement. In the case
of addition or removal of authors, this includes confirmation
from the author being added or removed. Requests that are
not sent by the corresponding author will be forwarded by
the Journal Manager to the corresponding author, who must
follow the procedure as described above. Note that: (1)
Journal Managers will inform the Journal Editors of any such
requests and (2) publication of the accepted manuscript in an
online issue is suspended until authorship has been agreed.

Clinical trial results

In line with the position of the International Committee of

words) abstract or table. However, divulging results in other
circumstances (e.g., investors’ meetings) is discouraged and
may jeopardise consideration of the manuscript. Authors
should fully disclose all posting in registries of results of the
same or closely related work.

Reporting clinical trials

Randomized controlled trials should be presented according
to the CONSORT guidelines. At manuscript submission, authors
must provide the CONSORT checklist accompanied by a flow
diagram that illustrates the progress of patients through the
trial, including recruitment, enrollment, randomization,
withdrawal and completion, and a detailed description of
the randomization procedure. The CONSORT checklist and
template flow diagram can be found on http://www.consort-
statement.org.

Registration of clinical trials

Registration in a public trials registry is a condition for
publication of clinical trials in this journal in accordance
with International Committee of Medical Journal Editors
(ICMJE, http://www.icmje.org) recommendations. Trials
must register at or before the onset of patient enrolment.
The clinical trial registration number should be included
at the end of the abstract of the article. A clinical trial is
defined as any research study that prospectively assigns
human participants or groups of humans to one or more
health-related interventions to evaluate the effects of
health outcomes. Health-related interventions include any
intervention used to modify a biomedical or health-related
outcome (for example drugs, surgical procedures, devices,
behavioural treatments, dietary interventions, and process-
of-care changes). Health outcomes include any biomedical or
health-related measures obtained in patients or participants,
including pharmacokinetic measures and adverse events.
Purely observational studies (those in which the assighment
of the medical intervention is not at the discretion of the
investigator) will not require registration.

PREPARATION

Use of word processing software

It is important that the file be saved in the native format of
the word processor used. The text should be in single-column
format. Keep the layout of the text as simple as possible.
Most formatting codes will be removed and replaced on
processing the article. In particular, do not use the word
processor’s options to justify text or to hyphenate words.
However, do use bold face, italics, subscripts, superscripts
etc. When preparing tables, if you are using a table grid,
use only one grid for each individual table and not a grid for
each row. If no grid is used, use tabs, not spaces, to align
columns. The electronic text should be prepared in a way
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very similar to that of conventional manuscripts (see also the
Guide to Publishing with Elsevier: http://www.elsevier.com/
guidepublication).

Article structure

Introduction

State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate
background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a
summary of the results.

Material and methods

Provide sufficient detail to allow the work to be reproduced.
Methods already published should be indicated by a reference:
only relevant modifications should be described.

Results
Results should be clear and concise.

Discussion

This should explore the significance of the results of the work,
not repeat them. A combined Results and Discussion section is
often appropriate. Avoid extensive citations and discussion of
published literature.

Conclusions

The main conclusions of the study may be presented in a
short Conclusions section, which may stand alone or form a
subsection of a Discussion or Results and Discussion section.

Appendices

If there is more than one appendix, they should be identified
as A, B, etc. Formulae and equations in appendices should
be given separate numbering: Eq. (A.1), Eq. (A.2), etc.; in a
subsequent appendix, Eq. (B.1) and so on. Similarly for tables
and figures: Table A.1; Fig. A.1, etc.

Essential title page information
o Title. Concise and informative. Titles are often used in
information-retrieval systems. Avoid abbreviations and
formulae where possible.
o Author names and affiliations. Please clearly indicate the
given name(s) and family name(s) of each author and check
that all names are accurately spelled. Present the authors’
affiliation addresses (where the actual work was done)
below the names.

Corresponding author. Clearly indicate who will handle
correspondence at all stages of refereeing and publication,
also post-publication. Ensure that the e-mail address is
given and that contact details are kept up to date by the
corresponding author.
Present/permanent address. If an author has moved since
the work described in the article was done, or was visiting
at the time, a ‘Present address’ (or ‘Permanent address’)

may be indicated as a footnote to that author’s name. The
address at which the author actually did the work must be
retained as the main, affiliation address. Superscript Arabic
numerals are used for such footnotes.

Abstract

A concise and factual abstract is required. The abstract
should state briefly the purpose of the research, the principal
results and major conclusions. An abstract is often presented
separately from the article, so it must be able to stand
alone. For this reason, References should be avoided, but
if essential, then cite the author(s) and year(s). Also, non-
standard or uncommon abbreviations should be avoided, but
if essential they must be defined at their first mention in the
abstract itself.

Structured Abstract

A structured abstract, by means of appropriate headings,
should provide the context or background for the research
and should state its purpose, basic procedures (selection
of study subjects or laboratory animals, observational and
analytical methods), main findings (giving specific effect sizes
and their statistical significance, if possible), and principal
conclusions. It should emphasize new and important aspects
of the study or observations. The structure Background and
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objective, Patients and method, Results and Conclusions will
be followed.

Keywords

Immediately after the abstract, provide a maximum of 6
keywords, using British spelling and avoiding general and
plural terms and multiple concepts (avoid, for example,
‘and’, ‘of’). Be sparing with abbreviations: only abbreviations
firmly established in the field may be eligible. These keywords
will be used for indexing purposes.

Acknowledgements

Collate acknowledgements in a separate section at the end
of the article before the references and do not, therefore,
include them on the title page, as a footnote to the title
or otherwise. List here those individuals who provided help
during the research (e.g., providing language help, writing
assistance or proof reading the article, etc.).

Units

Follow internationally accepted rules and conventions: use
the international system of units (SI). If other units are
mentioned, please give their equivalent in SI.

References

Citation in text

Please ensure that every reference cited in the text is also
present in the reference list (and vice versa). Any references
cited in the abstract must be given in full. Unpublished results
and personal communications are not recommended in the
reference list, but may be mentioned in the text. If these
references are included in the reference list they should
follow the standard reference style of the journal and should
include a substitution of the publication date with either
‘Unpublished results’ or ‘Personal communication’. Citation
of a reference as ‘in press’ implies that the item has been
accepted for publication.

Reference links

Increased discoverability of research and high quality peer
review are ensured by online links to the sources cited. In
order to allow us to create links to abstracting and indexing
services, such as Scopus, CrossRef and PubMed, please ensure
that data provided in the references are correct. Please note
that incorrect surnames, journal/book titles, publication
year and pagination may prevent link creation. When copying
references, please be careful as they may already contain
errors. Use of the DOI is encouraged.

Web references

As a minimum, the full URL should be given and the date when
the reference was last accessed. Any further information,
if known (DOI, author names, dates, reference to a source
publication, etc.), should also be given.

Abbreviations

Abbreviations should be explained the first time they are
mentioned. Their use should be limited as far as possible. The

Use of the Digital Object Identifier

The Digital Object Identifier (DOI) may be used to cite and link
to electronic documents. The DOI consists of a unique alpha-
numeric character string which is assigned to a document
by the publisher upon the initial electronic publication.

Therefore, it is an ideal
medium for citing a document, particularly ‘Articles in press’
because they have not yet received their full bibliographic
information.
